Housing Tips for Renters

Before you move in...

Insist on a written lease if you wish to stay in the house or apartment for a definite period without a rent increase. Without a written
lease, you can be evicted in a short period of time and are not protected against rent increases.

Read the lease. Ask about anything in it you do not understand and keep asking until you do understand. A lease is a binding contract.
Once you sign it, you are stuck. If you break the lease, you may be sued for damages.

Do not agree to pay your rent on a weekly basis, unless you have no other choice because the landlord will not agree to monthly
payments and you really need a place to live. If you rent on a week-to-week basis, you can be asked to leave with one week’s notice. Also,
you usually pay more in rent this way.

Check the house or apartment carefully before signing the lease. Make a list of the defects and/or repairs that need to be made.
Show it to the landlord and get his/her agreement to make the repairs. Have him/her sign the list if possible.

Always pay the rent on time and always get a receipt if you do not pay by check. If you are late paying your rent and your lease has
no late clause allowing you extra time to pay, the landlord can evict you.

Get the name, address and telephone number of your landlord. If a problem arises, you may need this information.

Before you move out...

Check the lease and give proper notice. If there is not a written lease and you pay rent monthly, give a week’s notice. If you do not
give proper notice you are liable for additional rent.

Ask the landlord to inspect the property in your presence, after you have removed your belongings. This is the best way to
make sure your security deposit is returned. The landlord can keep a portion of the deposit to repair damages to the apartment or house. If
your landlord refuses to return the portion of the deposit you believe you are owed, take your claim to small claims court.
